
1.  Respect all campers, CIT’s, counselors and staff. 
2.  Come to camp in proper teen camp attire:  
   - Shorts must be mid-thigh length or longer 
   - No tank tops unless the strap is 1’ wide 
   - No midriffs or cutoff shirts 
   - Closed toed shoes must be worn at all times 
   - Camp shirt on excursions or walking trips 

3.  Electronic devices should be left at home, but    
   phones may be used in the morning between  
   8am-9am. 
4.  No foul language, explicit conversations, and all  
   conversations between campers should be  
   appropriate. 
5.   Keep your hands and feet to yourself. 
6.  Always bring a lunch or money.  
7.  When a counselor is talking, everyone else       
   should remain silent and listen. 

8.  Ask a counselor to use restroom before leaving   
   teen camp area with your buddy. 
9.  Always clean up after yourself including after    
   craft, games, lunch area and general classroom. 

10.  All campers must stay with the program until   
 they are signed out.
